•	 Take the stairs.

•	 Use an app or put alerts on your calendar to remind you to move 
often, ideally every 30 minutes.

•	 Find activities and work tasks, such as reading or talking on the 
phone, that can be done while standing or walking.

•	 Walk and talk. Next time you schedule a meeting or are catching 
up with a friend, do it while walking.

•	 Use your favorite TV shows as time to walk in place, stretch, 
or find other ways to be active. Alternate your activity with 
commercial times to get more variety
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
